	Learning about the human body and specific organs that contribute to us living every day is extremely important. Students for the past few weeks have been learning about nutrition, the roles of the organs in their digestive system, and the functions of the excretory systems. We are spending two days reviewing for our unit exam and will use Gamestar Mechanic as an engaging form of review for the class.

Students will then be explained on what they will be doing. Students will receive a packet of activities in which they will complete later on during the lesson upon further instruction. Students will open up their Chromebooks and log into Gamestar Mechanic in which they will see the game that I created for them to be complete. Each level is titled and signifies and different journey through the digestive system (ex. Stomach, small intestine, rectum, etc.) Each level has different tasks to complete ranging from collecting a certain amount of coins, killing a certain amount of enemies, reaching to the finish line under a certain amount of time, and more. As students complete each level, they will complete activities relating to that organ level.

	Details about this segment of lesson:
  Students will be instructed that after each level they complete, they have to move to the back table to complete the activities for that organ. For example, after completing the stomach level in Gamestar Mechanic, students will answer the questions in their packet labeled under the stomach and relating to its functions and roles in digestion. Students will then be directed to color the organ a certain color depending on the answer they give in the question. Students will continue to go back and forth from their Chromebooks to the back table to complete the activities until they complete all four levels and have their diagram of the digestive system properly colored. 
By the end of the period, all four levels, questions, and uncolored diagrams will be completed and be used as an additional study tool for the upcoming exam.
